Dance Camp:

If you have signed up for camp and have decided not to go, please notify me so that I can take your name of the list thus allowing me to have an accurate count of attendees.  Mallory is looking forward to coming back to Maine.  She will be teaching the 5-8 year olds a contemporary dance while the 9-12’s and 13+’s will learn a contemporary and a hip hop routine.  The adults will learn a contemporary routine.  Jordyn/Clarann will focus strictly on hip hop while I will do theatrical dance. Fall Sign Up and Auditions:

You may start registering your children for our fall classes.  Dance auditions will be held on August 18th, 2010 from 4-8pm at the studio.  If your child is 5 or older and has not danced with TMDA before, then your child must audition to be placed in the correct dance class.  The audition schedule is as follows:

2-4 year olds:  4-5pm 
  5-8 yr. olds: 5-6pm
9-12 yr. olds: 6-7pm 
13+: 7-8pm

FEES:  Registration for TMDA students: $30.00   Registration for non-TMDA students: $35.00      Auditions and registration: $40.00   Registrations received after August 18th, 2010:  $50.00              Private auditions for students missing the audition date: $60.00

Again, only non TMDA members 5 years and older must audition.  New 2 year olds should come to the studio to register and meet the instructors.  If you need supplies, you should come to the studio on this day so that you are prepared for classes in September.  Many of you wait for the first day of classes to get new shoes and this completely mobs the dance store and your child never makes it into class.  The secretaries have enough to do on the first day of classes with tuition so please, come to registration day to buy your new supplies.  Don’t forget to register for Pointe (must be 5 or older to take Pointe and must be enrolled in a regular dance class as well) when you are registering for fall classes.  All Pointe classes will be part of our “Glee-Wizard of Oz” section.  Mark your calendars and don’t miss this important date.
